Generating a PreViser periodontal risk and disease analysis is simple and quick.
Just open the PreViser application by double clicking the icon on your desktop.

Next, create a new patient record, or browse to locate an existing patient.

Select the patient you wish to assess, and the patient record will open.

Note that the only information that is required is the name, gender and birth date of the patient.

Prior analyses that have been done on the patient are shown here.  Two already exist for this patient, who at the time of the analysis. 
If you wished, you could double click on this entry to bring up this, or any other prior analysis.

To do a perio assessment, click the “New Periodontal Risk and Disease Assessment button”.
Next, indicate dental care frequency, smoking history and diabetic status.  The exam date will default to the current date but you can change it if you wish.

Click Next, and then indicate which clinical conditions apply to this patient.

Click Next one more time, and record the deepest pocket per sextant you encountered during your examination, as well as the presence of bleeding per sextant.  
Finally, record the distance from the CEJ to the bone crest as indicated from  radiographs.  Note that anterior radiographs are preferred, but not required for the analysis.

That’s all the information that’s needed.  
When you click Next again, you have the option of configuring the reports that will be printed once the analysis is returned from Previser to your computer via the Internet.

Now when you click on Finish, the data you have entered is transmitted to PreViser and returned to your computer, again by the Internet, in the form of reports ready to print.  
Remember that the patient identity is not sent to PreViser, only a unique dis-identified number that is fully HIPAA compliant.  
The name of the patient exists only on your computer.
Three Previser analytic reports are returned to you.  
The first is a Clinical report that shows all of the information you entered to create the analysis.  Let’s look at that one first.

In the top section you’ll see the data you entered, including color coded indications of pocket depth and bone height.

Based on this data, the patient has a risk score of 4 out of 5, which is high, and a disease score of 25 out of 100, indicating localized moderate periodontitis.  
These numeric scores can be graphed over time, and in this case, we can see that the patient is improving, although the risk level remains high.

The bottom portion of the report provides suggestions for possible therapeutic interventions that will address the clinical conditions you recorded.  
Each treatment option is based on the state of the literature, and is intended not to replace your clinical judgment, but to give you additional objective data you can use to develop the best treatment plan for the patient.

Note that the treatment options are organized as ‘Generally Most Effective” (Green), ‘May be Effective’ (Yellow), and ‘Less Likely to be Effective’ (Red).

Finally, note that with this level of risk and disease, the PreViser recommended  recall frequency for this patient is 4 times per year.

Next, we’ll look at the report intended to be given to the patient.

This report shows the PreViser Analyzed risk and disease scores, presented in a clear and easy to understand way in order to enhance patient communication.

The characteristics of health  are shown, as well as those clinical characteristics this patient displayed, with a brief analysis offered.

Each report is individualized and reflects the patient’s own clinical conditions. 

The final report generated from the data you record and send to PreViser is the Correlation Report, which tells you how this patient maps to the American Academy of Periodontology referral guidelines for the treatment of patients with periodontitis.  

That’s it – simple, quick, and clinically validated risk and disease scores to help you, and your patient maximize health outcomes while making the dental practice efficient and productive.
